	y Clean the barrel from the chamber to the muzzle with a 
brass or bronze brush with suitable barrel cleaner.

	A Do not pull the brush back and forth in the barrel.

	y Unscrew brass brush outside the muzzle and pull the 
cleaning rod carefully back through the barrel.

	y Pull the cotton wick several times dry through the 
barrel until the last cotton wick no longer indicates any 
noticeable soiling.
